Rose chafer
Like a large green jewel, it is only common on the Mull of Galloway.￼
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Painted lady butterfly
Arriving from far away this butterfly, in some years, is very common on the coast (image: Peter Norman).￼
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Sun hoverfly
With a stripey body it is sometimes called the tiger hoverfly.￼
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Wild carrot
This relative of the carrots we eat sometimes has a distinctive purple spot in the middle of the flower head.￼
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Sheep’s bit
With blue pom-pom flowers this plant is a favourite food of sheep.￼
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Sea campion
A delicate looking flower with a ball shaped bladder it is very easy to spot.￼
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Gannet
Out at sea this big white sea bird with black wing tips it will be seen diving for fish (image: Mark Pollitt).￼
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Black guillemot
Usually seen on the water the best place to spot this rare bird is in Portpatrick harbour (image: Keith Kirk).￼
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Grey seal
The head of a curious seal can often be viewed from the cliff tops (image: Keith Kirk).￼
